The children shared some wonderful ideas on the theme of Healthy Living such as;

Mrs Meeks announced the winner and runners up of the Eco Badge winners and showed everyone the design. She explained that the badges would be distributed along with the certificates and runner up prizes.
Mrs Meeks explained some information about the Public Speaking Competition which will be held on 8th July at Thomas Becket. This will be for children in Year 5 and Year 7 who will complete an ‘in house,’ speaking competition based on the themes of sustainability we have explored this year and the positive elements involved in being an Eco Steward. The finalists will go to the regional OLICAT final on 8th July. More information on the details of this will follow shortly.
Caroline Donnely and Richard Parks from Anglian Water talked to the children about how they can conduct water audits in school and be more aware of the steps that can be taken to address issues where water is being wasted. They explained how the more water that needs to be cleaned adds to the carbon footprint in heating up the atmosphere and adds to climate change issues. They explained how one school saved 3.500 litres of water in one year through auditing their water which equated to around £3500.
St John Rigby will be piloting this with Caroline in June and then will be able to share this at our next meeting to support other schools in engaging in water audits.
