· St Brendan’s have harvested their carrots, beans and lettuce and have been organising resources for next year’s planting such as topsoil and seeds.
· Our Lady’s in Corby have harvested their potatoes and in November will be taking delivery of some trees from the Woodland Trust Free Trees for Schools and Communities - Woodland Trust. They have also been collecting plastic bottles in preparation for making a greenhouse Building a bottle greenhouse / RHS Campaign for School Gardening
· Thomas Becket are looking forward to ‘Cut your Carbon,’ Cut Your Carbon - Eco Schools (eco-schools.org.uk) next month and have been redesigning their ‘Cards of Authority,’ for the roles of ‘Bright Sparks’ and ‘Waste Watchers.’ They also shared an assembly with all year groups to talk about future plans an share feedback from the Eco Voices competition. 
· St Josephs and St Gregory’s have harvested their potatoes, carrots and lettuce and all the children got to try some lettuce with cheese and crackers!
· St Gregory’s are due to meet with their Eco Teams next week to talk about future plans.
· St Mary’s have conducted a ‘Clean Air,’ investigation to find out how clean the air is outside their school. They will be collating the results over the next few weeks. Tackling Air Pollution At School - Transformation Partners in Health and Care
· The Good Shepherd have been working with their site supervisor to organise a whole school litter pick and have also been working with the Mission Team to think about how they can design a Bug Hotel for the Healing Garden at the Cathedral.
· Our Lady’s in Wellingborough have planted bulbs and grown flowers around their Sunshine Shed to encourage animals and bees and bring even more sunshine to those reading in the shed at breaktimes.
· Thomas More Primary have made bird houses and have relocated their bee hive. They have planted bulbs in their Prayer Garden and now have their energy saving lights installed.
