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· Children shared their action plans and explained what they have been working on and what they want to work on next term. 
· Our Lady’s in Wellingborough have been making sure all the lights are switched off and have been picking up litter.
· The Good Shepherd asked for ideas for saving electricity. Some suggestions were around making posters and making sure that laptops and electrical equipment is turned off at the end of the day and particularly in schools on Fridays.
· St Gregory’s talked about their carbon initiative and explained how they encouraged families to walk to school or try being vegetarian for a day to reduce carbon emissions.
· St Mary’s have been writing to local companies to ask for seed donations and have been monitoring their water usage from the taps in school.
· Thomas Becket have made posters to prevent littering and have had a meeting to ensure that the new ‘Waste Watchers,’ and ‘Bright Sparks,’ know how to carry out their role effectively.
· St Brendan’s talked about their ‘Giving Tree,’ their Lenton Walk and dome events they have done for the local community including a litter pick
· St Joseph’s & St Gregory’s provided 258 meals for families.
· Mrs Meeks talked about the Sustainable Development Goals and focused on SDG 14 and 12. More information about this can be found on the Power Point presentation.
· Mrs Meeks also explained the process for the ‘Bug Hotel’ competition where each school will open the competition to all pupils and chose one winner to submit.
· Finally, we looked at ways that we can save water over the Christmas holidays.
