The Good Shepherd have been doing Bikeability which ties in with our theme of transport. They have been conducting litter picks and trying to think of ways of using less plastic such as recyclable plates. They have also been enjoying Forest School
St Mary’s have enjoyed working on the Bug Hotels and we spoke about the possibility of each school creating their own in their grounds. They have been preparing their flower beds and writing to Garden Centres to ask for supplies and recycling paper in their paper bins.
Our Lady’s in Wellingborough have been thinking about how they can utilise natural better and been conducting litter picks around the school.
Thomas Becket have been presenting their research about Animal Testing and have been supported by some of the staff in guiding them on products they can use that are cruelty free.
