Item 3. Planting and growing
Progress report:
Our Lady of Walsingham have harvested pears and apples from their trees and used them to bake pies as part of their food technology curriculum.
St Gregory’s have been tidying their areas and collecting up the leaves and have planted some new trees which are doing well.

St Thomas Becket have been giving Eco assemblies across the school sharing the idea that sustainability is everyone’s responsibility. They have shared ideas for activities and also conducted an Eco quiz to raise awareness of some of the initiatives they have been pursuing. 
They are also waiting for the delivery of some more trees to add to the plenty they have already planted amongst the school grounds.
The Eco Stewards have also organised the collection of plastic sweet tins at Christmas to recycle and made it into a competition to see which form can collect the most! Excellent idea!
It was lovely for the younger children to hear how the older children feel they have gained confidence in addressing the whole school and sharing their passion and care for the environment. As the primaries prepare their own assemblies this term, they should look to the Eco Stewards of St Thomas Becket as their inspirational role models. 
St John Rigby have a new team of Eco Stewards, and they have been planning some work on their new allotment. They are also preparing to deliver an assembly this term based on Pope Francis’ Laudato Si.
St Edward’s shared that they have a compost bin and they are collecting rotten fruit from the classrooms to compost.
